MA    for feminine singular nouns  

  

ma maison = my house

MES   for masculine and feminine plural nouns  

  

mes livres = my 

books  

mes cahiers = my 

copies 

mes oncles = my 

uncles 

 mes hôtels = my 

hotels 
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mes maisons = my 

houses
